Steinbeck uses a simile to demonstrate the loss of power that 
Curley experiences after his confrontation with Lennie, "Curley's 
fist was swinging when Lennie reached for it. The next minute 
Curley was flopping like a fish on a line.” The simile reveals that 
Curley is powerless as a result of his injury and the simile could 
even suggest the damage inflicted by Lennie to be life 
threatening to Curley as, like a fish on a line, Curley is hooked, 
trapped and unable to breathe.  He struggles against the power 
of Lennie.

InequalityïOf Mice and Men was set in a time in which the laws 

favoured white people, and men held far more rights than women. 

This is evident through the characters of Crooks and Curleyôs Wife. 

Animals and Nature ïSteinbeck makes frequent references to 

animals and nature, both literally and figuratively. At the start and 

end of the novella, he vividly describes the scene of nature, 

including the animals that reside there. He also compares 

characters to animals, for example Lennie is compared to a bear, 

whilst Curley is compared to both a fish and a frog.

Curleyôs Wife (isolated because she 

is a woman) and Crooks (isolated due to his colour) bemoan their 

lonely existences at any given opportunity, whilst all of the other 

men on the ranches live solitary lives as farm-hands, without 

families. At the end of the text, George is lonely too.

Saudi Arabia, Russia and the USA produce the most oil. Around 66% of global oil supplies are found in the Middle East. As 
technology improves, new supplies can be discovered and accessed more easily. There are huge, barely tapped reserves in 
South America, Africa and the Arctic.
The USA, Russia and China have the largest coal reserves. Around 70 countries have coal reserves and there is enough coal left 
to last for another 112 years.
Russia, Iran and Qatar have the largest natural gas reserves. At present, around 40% of the UK's natural gas comes from the 
North Sea, although production has decreased as profits have fallen. Globally, there is enough natural gas to last for around
50 years.
Australia, Kazakhstan and Russia have the largest uranium reserves. Uranium is a non-renewable resource used to generate 
nuclear power. Uranium reserves are expected to last for another 90 years.

B. Key Knowledge 1: Causes of poverty. Climatic hazards such as hurricanes and drought are more 
likely to strike some countries than others.For poorer countries a drought could have a devastating 
impact on development.A lack of natural resources –countries with few natural resources start off at 
a very low economic base and find it hard to create products that they can sell on world markets.
Subsidies (payments from governments to the producer) of goods produced in richer countries push 
the prices of rich world goods lower. This makes it harder for poorer countries to compete.
Education is particularly important, as many countries cannot afford to send all children to school 
even at a basic level. Corrupt governments who make money at the expense of the people that they 
are supposed to represent.

Trade is the exchange of goods and services between countries. More than half the world's 
trade takes place between just eight countries known as the G8. Developing countries have 
little purchasing power buying low value goods, making it difficult for them to pay off their 
debts or escape from poverty. The price of primary products fluctuates on the world market. 
Workers and producers in developing countries lose out when the price drops, but they 
benefit when it rises.

B. Key Knowledge 1: The search for world peace
The League was to be a kind of ‘world parliament’, where nations would sort 
out their arguments. President Wilson hoped this would stop wars. But he 
wanted to do more than just stop war; he wanted to make the world a better 
place:
Å He wanted the League to do things to improve people’s lives and jobs. 
Å He wanted to improve public health, and to end slavery. 
Å He wanted the League to persuade the nations to agree to disarmament–to 

put down their weapons. That would make war impossible. 
Å Finally, Wilson thought that the League of Nations could enforce the Treaty 

of Versailles, and persuade countries to keep the promises they had made.

Use source A and your own knowledge to describe the issues that the League 
of Nations had  when it was created.
The cartoon shows us Uncle Sam refusing to put the final stone into the League 
of Nations bridge.  This represents America refusing to join the League even 
though it was the idea of President Wilson himself. The stone that represents 
the USA is the keystone which means that it will only work as a bridge with this 
stone.  This acts as a metaphor that the League will only work if the USA 
participates in it’s creation, the League would therefore carry no weight on the 
international stage.
The American Congress refused to join the League, despite the President 
wanting to as it decided the best course of action for America was isolationism.  
This was the belief that a return to not interfering in far off parts of the world, 
as it did during World War One, would create stability at home.

D. Key Knowledge 3: Hyperinflation 

Problems facing the Weimar Republic worsened in 1923 due to the 
French occupation of the Ruhr and the effects of hyperinflation.
Not only did the invasion occupy an area rich in German resources 
but a tactic of passive resistance to sabotage industrial output 
began. The Weimar government printed money to pay the German 
workers, reducing the value of the currency to a worthless piece of 
paper. Hyperinflation affected most German citizens of all classes, 
as the more well off lost their savings and the poor could no longer 
afford to eat.

C. Key Knowledge 2: The Weimar Republic
The Weimar Republic was the name given to Germany after the 
Kaiser (king) had abdicated the throne in November 1918.  The 
Weimar Republic faced much opposition, it was disliked by the 
left-wing who wanted Germany to be like communist Russia and 
by the right wing who wanted the monarchy back. 
The Treaty of Versailles caused many problems for Germany. The 
German people disliked the politicians for signing it and it caused 
political problems and economic problems. 
Gustav Stresemann helped to bring about recovery in Germany 
after 1924. He solved economic problems by making friends with 
other countries.

B. Key Knowledge 1: Fertility Treatments: Artificial 
Insemination
Human artificial insemination is where sperm is produced by the man 
and inserted into the vagina of a woman in the hope that fertilisation 
will take place and that she will become pregnant.  There are two types 
of artificial insemination depending on where the sperm comes from: 
artificial insemination by husband (AIH) or artificial insemination by 
donor (AID or DI). Both methods involve masturbation to produce the 
semen which in some religions or denominations is forbidden e.g. 
Judaism and Roman Catholicism.  While most people are in favour of 
AIH being used, many are against AID.

D. Key Knowledge 3: Cloning
Reproductive Cloning—creating an identical copy of an organism, which 
could be a plant, an animal or a human (although creating human clones 
in this way  is illegal).  Therapeutic Cloning—This is sometimes called stem 
cell cloning.  The aim is to clone biological material to produce embryos 
from which stem cells can be taken.  The technique need many years of 
work to develop it.  People think it is acceptable because it helps with 
embryonic research, which could help sick or infertile people.  It is 
compassionate and improves quality of life and people have a right to 
choose which was given by God. Others disagree because it is against 
nature and the way that God created us, it results in the disposal of 
embryos that are leftover and it could lead to further advances of science 
that is not acceptable.  

C. Key Knowledge 2:  Genetic Engineering
American scientists working under license have already produced a 
genetically modified human embryo using technology that would lead 
to the selection of hair colour, eye colour or sex.  This is currently illegal, 
though if it were made legal this would lead to ‘designer babies.’  Most 
scientists are strongly opposed to using this technology for designer 
babies and insist that the purpose of their work is to find ways of curing 
human diseases caused by faulty genes and to be able to select healthy, 
disease-free embryos to implant in the potential mother’s womb.  
For many people there is nothing wrong with it.  If it prevents disease 
and contributes to the birth of healthy babies it must be good.  Some 
religious people are against it because it is encouraging scientists to take 
the role of God the creator.

(MDF) - is a manufactured 
board produced by combining 
wax, resin and wood fibres.
Large sheets are produced by 
applying high temperature and 
pressure. Various thicknesses.

CopingSaw ðis a saw with a 
very narrow blade stretched 
across a D-shaped frame, used 
for cutting curves in wood.

Hand Drill ðis used to drill 
holes into various materials 
such as metal, woods and 
plastics.

File ðis used to smooth a range 
of materials including metals 
such as brass and steel to wood 
based materials such as MDF.

Mirrored Acrylic - is a 
lightweight, reflective 
thermoplastic sheet. This is a 
durable alternative to 
traditional glass mirrors.

Abrasive Paper - is a type of 
coated abrasive that consists 
of sheets of paper or cloth 
with abrasive material glued to 
one surface. Used to smooth.

D. Key Knowledge 3: Layering 
the materials. All 3 layers of 
MDF are temporarily taped 
together with double sided tape. 
This allows the outside shape to 
be cut out at the same time, 
therefore saving time and 
ensuring the pieces are identical. 
The back piece is then removed  
to allow the internal sections to 
be cut out separately. The 
mirrored acrylic is cut to size 
and glued into position.

As a leader you must ensure that there are three stages of your warm-up:
STAGE 1: Aerobic activity
Å Increases heart rate
Å Increases blood flow to muscles
